Broker’s Report
The broker, Bill Tucker Jr. reported on legal counsel advising O.S.S. to get letters of 
   Washington Union/
withdrawal from both Washington Union High and American Union Elementary in addition to 
   American Union 
their intent to reapply as Washington Unified School District.  The Washington Union High 
    Unification
School board will be meeting in two days.  They will be addressing this matter at that time and any necessary paperwork will be processed then.  American Union Elementary has already sent their letter of withdrawal.  After all of the paperwork is in hand, the Executive Committee could vote electronically on accepting the membership of Washington Unified School District.  
West Fresno Elementary School District will also be part of the new unified district.  The broker is still waiting for information pertaining to their losses and insurable values. 
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Action Items
   Revised Loss
The broker presented the revised loss fund rate of $17.11 with the extended premiums
   Fund Rate
to the Executive Committee for their review, (Attachment A).  Calculating the addition of
West Fresno’s ADA modified the rate previously approved.  The motion to recommend approval of the revised loss fund rate of $17.11 to the Board was made by member Gustafson and seconded by member Teixeira.  After discussion regarding West Fresno Elementary, the motion carried.
NCR Rates
The broker presented the NCR liability and property rates to the Executive Committee for their recommendation to the Board, (Attachment B).  The $5 Mil liability rate took a slight increase over that from the year prior; from $16.135/ADA to $16.162/ADA.  The excess liability will be purchased in two layers $20 Mil x $5 Mil with a rate of $2.64/ADA and $25 Mil x $25 Mil with a rate of $1.55/ADA.  Overall a savings of $40,000 for the excess liability was realized by moving from SELF.  The property rate took a decrease from the prior year going from .0644/$100 TIV to .0585/$100 TIV.  The broker mentioned he was pleased with the renewal.  The motion to accept the NCR rates as presented was made by member Ford and seconded by member Cederquist.  Motion carried.
