   Quorum

A quorum of the Board of Directors was present.

Introductions       The attending directors and guests introduced themselves.

Approval of
President Jennings mentioned the need to add an emergency Action Item to the Agenda, the
Agenda
Consideration of a Bylaw Addition Providing that a Second Notice of Intent to Withdraw in Three Years is Not Revocable by a Member. The motion was made by member Cederquist   and seconded by member Gustafson to approve the agenda with the aforementioned addition.  
Motion carried.
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Public Hearing
Member Eric Cederquist commented on President Warren Jennings service to the O.S.S., serving on the Executive Committee for twenty-one (21) years and as its president for fourteen (14) of those years.  A list of hobbies and activities he enjoys and will be pursuing in retirement was mentioned.
Fresno County Office of Education board member Delbert Cederquist was in attendance.  He was board president of Pacific Union Elementary School District in 1985 when Warren Jennings was hired as their Superintendent. He also had many wonderful remarks to add.   
A symbolic hammer for use in retirement to replace his gavel was presented to President Jennings.  
Consent Agenda
The motion to approve the consent agenda, which included the minutes of the May 18, 2010

meeting as mailed, was made by member Ford and seconded by member Teixeira.

Broker’s Report
The broker, Bill Tucker Jr., distributed the MOC Revisions for 2011/2012, (Attachment A) which

   Student Accid
The broker reported on two possible programs for student accident insurance available to 
    Insurance
districts with limits of $25,000 and would include tackle football.  The first program offered through NorCal ReLiEF (NCR), has a cost of $1.24 per K-12 ADA, carries $1,000 deductible and is issued through Zurich Insurance.  The second program is offered through Buckman Mitchell, has a cost of $2.95 per K-12 ADA, carries $0 deductible and is issued through Sentry Life.  Sentry also has a K-8 program with a rate of $2.65 with similar limits as its K-12 program. 

Note:  It was later discovered in the Ad Hoc meeting the day following, the NCR program with Zurich Insurance requires a minimum ADA participation of 100,000.
   25th Anniversaries
Mr. Tucker announced the O.S.S. would be celebrating its 25th Anniversary this year.  In addition, the JPA golf tournament is also celebrating its 25th year.
Administrator’s   
The claims administrator for the O.S.S., Erik Knak from Knak & Company, was unable to 
Report 
attend due to a scheduling conflict, but was able to present via speakerphone the O.S.S. Loss History Review – (Incurred) for years 2003-04 through 2010-11, (Attachment B).   He mentioned there were currently fifty-five (55) open claims and $800,000 in reserves which is down seven (7) claims and $32,000 from a year ago.  He closed by saying the O.S.S. claim history is looking better than a year ago.

O.S.S. risk manager, Dr. Henry Brock is looking into the cost for enhancing the O.S.S. website

with a new search feature, enabling quick access to topics of interest.
Facility Inspections
Districts are required by the Office of Public School Construction (OPSC) to provide an annual
   Reports/Safety Audits
Facility Inspection Report (FIT), whereas through the O.S.S., safety audits are conducted every three years with a follow up visit within the first twelve (12) months.  These safety audits are conducted by Poms & Associates.  Dr. Brock is working with OPSC and Poms & Associates on the practicality of combining the two reports thus saving time for the districts. 
Action Items
   
   Loss Fund  
The broker presented the loss fund rates at the $50,000 S.I.R. level with the modified premium for each member, comparing 2011/12 year with that from 2010/11, (Attachment C).  The JPA rate of $17.11 took an increase from the $16.70 rate of the 2010/11 year.  The motion to approve

the loss fund rate was made by member Hudson and seconded by member Gustafson.  Motion carried. 
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Action Items

 Cont.
The broker presented the NCR liability and property rates to the Board for their approval, 
NCR Rates
(Attachment D).   The $5 Mil liability rate took a slight increase over that from the year prior; from $16.135/ADA to $16.162/ADA.  The excess liability will be purchased in two layers 
$20 Mil x $5 Mil with a rate of $2.64/ADA and $25 Mil x $25 Mil with a rate of $1.55/ADA.  Overall a savings of $40,000 for the excess liability was realized by moving from SELF.  The property rate took a decrease from the prior year going from .0644/$100 TIV to .0585/$100 TIV.  The broker mentioned he was pleased with the renewal.  The motion to accept the NCR rates as presented was made by member Ford and seconded by member Hudson.  Motion carried.

OSS Rebates 
The motion to declare the third and final year rebate payment of $321,345, (Attachment E) in the 2010/11 fiscal year and defer payment until September 2011 was made by member Teixeira and seconded by member Gustafson.  Motion carried.  
NCR Rebates
The motion to approve payment of the NCR rebate of $138,213, (Attachment F) to be paid in the 2010/11 fiscal year was made by member Hudson and seconded by member Ford.  Motion carried.
 OSS Budget
The motion to accept the Draft of the O.S.S. Budget as presented by Carol Williamson was made by member Gustafson and seconded by member Teixeira, (Attachment F).   Motion carried. 
    At Large 
It was announced by the broker, a new at-large member to the Executive Committee would be

needed to replace Edith Gustafson who is retiring from West Park Elementary School District later in the year.  He mentioned Dean Bubar with Los Banos Unified School District would be willing to serve on the Executive Committee as an at-large member.  It was moved by member Ford and seconded by member Hudson to replace West Park Elementary School District with Los Banos Unified School District and to retain the remaining slate of at-large members on the Executive Committee, (Attachment H).  Motion carried.
     Bylaw Revision
The motion to approve the Bylaw revision which provides that a second notice of intent to withdraw in three years is not revocable by a member was made by member Ford and seconded by member Cederquist, (Attachment I).  Motion carried.
